


Empty Packagings.

EDITORIAL NOTE: Changes have been made to this section according to a final rule
published in the Federal Register. The original version of the changed text is followed by
effective date information and the revised version, both of which are presented in red.
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(a) General. Except as otherwise provided in this section, an empty packaging containing only the
residue of a hazardous material shall be offered for transportation and transported in the same manner
as when it previously contained a greater quantity of that hazardous material.

(b) Notwithstanding the requirements of paragraph (a) of this section, an empty packaging is not
subject to any other requirements of this subchapter if it conforms to the following provisions:

(b)(1) Any hazardous material shipping name and identification number markings, any hazard
warning labels or placards, and any other markings indicating that the material is hazardous (e.2.,

RQ, INHALATION HAZARD) are removed, obliterated, or securely covered in transportation. This
provision does not apply to transportation in a transport vehicle or a freight container if the packaging
is not visible in transportation and the packaging is loaded by the shipper and unioaded by the shipper
or consignee;

(b)(2) The packaging--
{(bX(2)(1) Is unused;
(b)(2)(ii) Is sufficiently cleaned of residue and purged of vapors to remove any potential hazard;

(b)(2)(iii) Is refilled with a matenial which is not hazardous to such an extent that any residue
remaining in the packaging no longer poses 2 hazard; or

(b)(2)(iv) Contains only the residue of--
(1)(2)(iv)(A) An ORM-D material; or

(M)RXiv)(B) A non-flammable gas with no subsidiary hazard at an absolute pressure less than 276
kPa (40 psia); at 21 °C (70 °F); and

EFFECTIVE DATE NOTE: This change becomes effective October 1, 1999.

(b)(2)(iv)(B) A Division 2.2 nop-flammable gas, other than ammonia, anhydrous, and with no
subsidiary hazard, at an absolute pressure less than 280 kPa (40.6 psia); at 20°C (68°F); and
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
